NORTHERN MADISON COUNTY SANITATION DISTRICT                           

REGIONAL WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT 

 

RICHMOND, KY 2:00 PM:  Project representatives, news media and 

members of the public attended a ribbon cutting and dedication ceremony 

for the Northern Madison County Sanitation District’s (NMCSD) new 
regional wastewater treatment plant on Tuesday, August 12th at 10:00 a.m.   

Held on the site of the new plant, speakers included James Rowe, 

Chairman of the NMCSD, Madison County Representatives Harry Moberly 

and Don Paisley, Tony Wilder, Commissioner for the Governor’s Office for 

Local Development, Kenneth Slone, State Director for USDA Rural 
Development, and Kent Clark, Madison County Judge Executive. 

The project consists of approximately 14,000 LF of gravity lines and 21,000 

LF force main sewer lines along with four pump stations to serve a total of 

1500 new and existing customers in Northern Madison County.  The flow 
from these residents will be collected and transported to the new 1.0 MGD 

Wastewater Treatment Plant, which can also easily be expanded in the 

future to serve an additional one thousand customers in this area.  There 

are five existing package wastewater plants that will 

be eliminated by the construction of this new 
project.  A total of eight different funding sources 

was packaged to obtain the necessary $12,736 

million for the project.
